Emily Womble called the meeting to order at 10:03 a.m. and went over the agenda for the meeting.  
Announcements and Business:
Minutes from the November 14, 2013 meeting were approved as written.

Team members welcomed Lisa Beitz, Dr. Michael Blumberg, and Nancy Parr, who were able to attend this meeting with short notice.  
Betty Wade Coyle announced that she will be presenting at the American Professional Society on the Abuse of Children 2014 Colloquium in New Orleans on the topic of educating the community.  She will be using the Team’s data and findings from the infant sleep-related death review to supplement her presentation.  Ms. Coyle will also be leading a one-day workshop on child fatality review.  
Emily Womble informed Team members that funding to support the National SUID/SIDS Consortium, which includes the National SUID/SIDS Resource Center at Georgetown University, Project Impact at the American Society for Investigative Pathology, and the Program Support Center at First Candle, will end at the completion of the current grant cycle, January 31, 2014.  This also includes SIDS Mid-Atlantic.
Ms. Womble informed the Team that she presented their data and findings from the infant sleep-related death review at the meeting of the Emergency Medical Services for Children Committee meeting on January 9, 2014.  She also presented this data at the 2013 Carilion Pediatric Symposium in November 2013, where she was a plenary speaker.  Dr. Constance DiAngelo presented their data to Northern Regional Virginia Department of Social Services local CPS supervisors in December 2013.  Ms. Womble informed the Team that she will be presenting their data at a workshop on SIDS/SUID and community intervention and outreach, which is being held at Shenandoah University in February 2014.
Discussion of Recommendations Process for SIDS/SUID Review

Dr. Powell educated Team members on the theory and practice of consensus decision-making.  Team members discussed the recommendations from their review of infant sleep-related deaths and finalized their nineteen (19) recommendations.
Confidential Case Review 
The Team went into confidential session for purposes of case review.  The Team reviewed four cases where a child died from poisoning.
