Minutes from the July 13, 2010 meeting were approved as written.  
Mark Ferraro announced that the Virginia SIDS Alliance is sponsoring a Baby Steps walk on October 9, 2010.  Contact the Virginia SIDS Alliance for additional information at www.vasids.org
Kathleen Moline announced that the Virginia Department of Health was awarded a grant to launch a marketing campaign on Virginia’s 2-1-1 System.  The Department will work with the Virginia Department of Social Services to educate the public on this system, which provides a one-stop, locality-specific directory of programs and services.  
Child Protective Services Update:

Rita Katzman provided the Team with a brief update on Virginia’s progress on the Federal Child and Family Services Review.  The Virginia Department of Social Services has submitted its revised Program Improvement Plan (the PIP) to the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services and is still waiting a response.  
Ms. Katzman showed a short video segment from the television program 60 Minutes entitled “The Loneliest People” to illustrate the challenge and the promise of finding relatives when a child comes into foster care and cannot be reunited with their parents.  The video used two case studies to illustrate the importance of making diligent efforts to find relatives for potential placement for these children.  
Case Review Process of SIDS/SUIDS Review
The Team went into confidential session for purposes of case review.  The Team reviewed five cases where an infant died from Sudden Infant Death Syndrome or Sudden Undetermined Infant Death.  Unsafe sleep arrangements were a factor in many of these deaths.  
The next Team meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, November 9, 2010.
