Polycom HDX 7000 SETUP
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This guide will give you the basic steps to correctly connect the Polycom HDX 7000 camera to the NEC LCD television.

Below are the parts that you will be working with.
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This is a look at the back of the CPU and the hardware connections
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Using the Remote Control
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Connecting the Microphone
The mic comes in a box with the connector cable.
The Black end plugs into the underside of the mic.

The end with the brown tape plugs into the mic port on the back of the CPU.
Network Connection

A network cable comes with the camera equipment..  It will be black with Orange ends.  Plug one end into an active network jack in the wall and the other end into the back of the CPU.  You can identify the connection by the Orange square labeled LAN on one side and PC on the other.  Plug the network connection into the end marked LAN.
Camera Connection

To connect the camera to the CPU, use the supplied cable.  
Connect one end into the back of the camera.


Connect the other end into the back of the CPU with the camera symbol.  

Audio and Video Connections

To send audio and video from your camera to the TV, use the supplied cable.
One end will be DVI & 2 RCA.  This is the end that will attach to the back of the CPU

The other end has 5 RCA connections. 

The video is sent by the 3 black cables with Blue, Green, & Red ends.
The Audio is sent by the white cables with the Red and White ends.
Connect the DVI cable to the back of the CPU in the Monitor 1 slot

Connect the RCA audio cables to the Monitor 1 audio connections on the CPU.

This is the back panel of the NEC TV,
We will be using the component video slots.

You can see that there are 2 rows.  One labeled Component 1 and the other Component 2.

 It doesn’t matter which row you use but you will need to remember when you turn the TV on and choose your video input to get the polycom picture.

Connect the RCA cables to the TV by color.

The last cable to attach is the power cable.  

Insert this into the CPU and into a powered surge protector.
 You are now ready to power on the unit and go through the setup menu.  
Using your TV remote, push the Comp button located at the top to choose Component 1 or Component 2. depending on where you plugged your video cables into the TV.  
Push once for component 1 and twice for component 2


Push the power button on the front of the CPU to power the unit on.  It will take about 2 minutes to boot up.

You should see the camera head move when you power the unit on.
This is the image that you will get as the camera is going through boot up.





The remote control is very different from the remotes for the older Polycom cameras.  Below is a user guide for the new remotes.

CPU Power connection 





This connection sends power to the camera when the CPU is on.  There is no power cable for the camera. 





Since there are 2 Reds, don’t mix them up.





The black cable with the red end is video and goes with the Green and Blue cables.

Admin ID will stay but the password must be deleted.
