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Minimum Tank Requirements 

 

 

· Tanks must be top seam.

· Each tank must pass a 24-hour watertight test (may be performed at the time of installation).  Any leakage shall be cause for rejection. 

· The tank base and walls shall be poured monolithically; alternatively, water stops may be provided. 

· Each tank shall be designed to withstand the following loading conditions: 4 foot burial + 2500 lbs wheel load + full exterior hydrostatic load. 

· Each tank shall incorporate rubber boots in the exterior walls of the tank for pipe entering the tank and secured with a stainless steel band.

· Each tank shall be covered under a written warranty (preferable for a period of no less than 3-years from the date of installation). 

· The reinforcement steel be ASTM A-615 Grade 60 rebar and shall be bent into each adjoining wall by no less than 18” (welded wire mesh (fabric) shall not be considered). 

· The reinforcement steel shall be on 12 inch centers in all walls of the tank, held in the center of the wall pours, and tied with steel wire.

· Cement shall conform to ATM C-150 Type II, and shall have a cement content of not less than six (6) sacks per cubic yard.  

· The maximum aggregate size shall not exceed ¾”, and the concrete shall achieve a minimum compressive strength of 4,000 psi is 28 days. The water/cement ratio shall not exceed 0.45.
