SUBJECT: Interim Policy to Implement Section 32.1-164.1:2 of the Code of Virginia.

Interim Guidance

HB 2646 of the 2009 General Assembly, an act to amend Title 32.1-163 and 166.6 of the Code of
Virginia (Code) and create Title 32.1-164.1:2, requires the Board of Health to establish a betterment loan

eligibility program to assist owners with the repair, replacement, or upgrade of failing or non-compliant
onsite sewage systems. Owners may also receive a betterment loan to upgrade an onsite or alternative
discharging sewage system that is not failing, provided such upgrade is for the purposes of reducing
threats to public health and ground and surface waters, including the reduction of nitrogen discharges.
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
