Performance Requirements

12VAC5-612-530. Treatment.
All onsite sewage systems permitted pursuant to this chapter shall be designed, constructed, maintained, and operated so as to meet the following performance requirements at the compliance boundary.

12VAC5-611-540 Effluent dispersal.   

All onsite sewage systems permitted pursuant to this chapter shall be designed, constructed, maintained, and operated to discharge into or onto the soil in such a manner that neither a point discharge nor surfacing of effluent occurs and that a nuisance is not created.  Systems (with the exception of spray irrigation) must discharge sewage effluent into soil below final grade.  Thereafter, effluent must remain below final grade until the ground water naturally discharges into surface water.  The below-grade discharge shall not result in creating of a surface seepage of sewage or sewage effluent.

 Some other ideas for performance standards (from the Minnisota LSTS guidance manual):

12VAC5-611-550. Miscellaneous. 

Treatment processes and devices do not allow contact (human and animal) with sewage or sewage effluent.

Systems must treat and dispose of sewage effluent in a safe manner that adequately protects the public, including protection from physical injury and harm.

Systems should be designed so all structural components and sealants meet or exceed a 25-year design life.

12VAC5-611-550. Violation. 
Failure to achieve one or more performance requirements prescribed by this chapter, failure to accomplish any monitoring, reporting, or inspection requirement of this chapter, any individually or in combination, shall be a violation of this chapter.
