ORDER

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. This case is an administrative appeal of the decision of the State Health
Commissioner for the Virginia Department of Health (“Department”) to deny a sewage
disposal system permit pursuant to Virginia Code § 32.1-163 et seq. and 12 VAC 5-610
et seq. Mr. Tzentis did not appear at the hearing. Neither an attorney nor a representative
appeared on Mr. Tzentis’ behalf. The Départment was present.

Because Mr Tzentis did not appear, the Board hereby dismisses the appeal of

Leonidas Tzentis without prejudice.
