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Immunizations
The Chickahominy Health District provides routine childhood immunizations to patients who are uninsured.  We encourage patients who are enrolled in Medicaid or a Medicaid HMO to receive all medical services including immunizations through their primary care physician but Medicaid participants may receive vaccines through the health department.  Immunizations required for admission into school are available free of charge to everyone regardless of insurance status.  Please call your local health department for clinic times or to schedule an appointment.
