New Survey Data 

In a recent online survey that asked, “What do you think would best help parents discuss sex, love and relationships with their children?”

· 66 percent chose “help from religious leaders”

· 11 percent chose  “a regular TV show or radio program”

· 5 percent chose  “ book or pamphlet” 

· 5 percent chose “ a website”

· 4 percent chose  “regular e-mail updates with tips”

Other data from the National Campaign to Prevent Teen Pregnancy supports the idea that parents and teens are looking to faith communities for guidance.

· Research and survey data both show that religious faith and a strong moral sense play important roles in protecting young people from too-early sexual activity, teen pregnancy and other risky behaviors. 

· Teens cite morals, values, and/or religious beliefs as the factors that most affect their decisions about sex, according to survey data released by the National Campaign. 

· When asked who most influences their sexual decisions, however, only six percent of teens said ministers, rabbis, or other religious leaders. This disconnect does not suggest that teens and their parents do not want faith leaders to be involved on this issue - in fact, just the opposite is true. 

· The overwhelming majority of teens (72%) and adults (75%) want more involvement from churches and other houses of worship in teen pregnancy prevention, according to National Campaign polling.
