Urbanized Area (UA) and Urban Cluster (UC)*
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*Census 2000 classifies as "urban™ all territory, population, and housing units located within an urbanized area (UA) or an urban
cluster (UC). UAs consist of a central place(s) and adjacent territory with a general population density of at least 1,000 people per
square mile of land area that together have a minimum residential population of at least 50,000 people. UCs are a new category for
Census 2000. UCs are densely settled territory that has at least 2,500 people but fewer than 50,000. UAs and UCs use core census
block group or block boundaries and therefore represent densely settled areas that often cut across the boundaries of census defined
places, census tracts, counties, metropolitan areas and other jurisdictions. The Census classification of "rural”" consists of all
territory, population, and housing units located outside of UAs and UCs. For additional information see:
