We believe what you do makes a
difference - your flush does count. 

Let’s be committed to disposing
of medications in a safe way.

Mark out all identifying personal
information on the prescription
label.

Crush solid medications or dissolve
them in water and mix with kitty
litter, sawdust, or another substance
that will make the drug unsuitable
for human or animal consumption.
This applies to liquid medications
as well. 

Seal the bottle with the lid. 

Put the medicine bottle, preferably
concealed within a non-recyclable
container, in the trash for landfill
disposal.

Medication take-back 
programs at local pharmacies or 

drugstores are the ideal way to dispose
of unwanted medication. However, if

that option is not available, 
we recommend you take 

the following steps:

Keep medications in the original
bottle. Being able to identify the
medication could be helpful if it is
accidentally or intentionally swallowed.
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
