Completing a Background
Investigation, ICS-100, and
obtaining a Badge are required
to serve with Peninsula MRC

This is a requirement for non-
disaster events, and depending
on the circumstances, you will
likely not be utilized for rapid
deployment during a disaster.
You could be faced with long
lines to process you ‘Just In
Time’ before you can even get
on the scene.

Why Background Checks...

The short answers is for
security purposes.

Screening volunteers can help
distinguish those who are reli-
able and legitimate volunteers
from those who are not. Vol-
unteers are screened for many
of the same reasons employers
screen their employees. The
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ultimate goal is to verify identity
and weed out potential prob-
lems, especially problems that
could arise from an undisclosed

criminal history.

If we do not perform back-
ground searches on potential
volunteers and an incident oc-
curs that could have been pre-
vented had the volunteer been
screened, we can lose the trust
and support of the community
and this can have an adverse
affect on funding and may be

subject to a negligent selection of

a volunteer lawsuit. Even when
faced with a negative incident
involving a volunteer, we will
fare better by having conducted

a background check of all poten-

tial volunteets.

Response Rates. ..

What is a response rate? It is the

percentage of volunteers who

click ‘available’ or ‘unavailable’ to
an email alert. How many volun-

teers actually served is not the

beacon. It is not whether we had

a 100% fulfillment rate for an

event. It depends on you
reading the alert, and clicking
on the link whether or not you
can serve. You do not make
the percentage increase by not
reading or simply deleting the
email alert.

Currently our average re-
sponse rate is 28%. It needs
to be over 50% in order to
qualify for future funding,.

Data Scrub by 2074. ..
Though we are a very robust
MRC Unit across the State, we
still have volunteers who have
not complied with the require-
ments to serve, and we have
less than a 30% response rate.
If you are reading this newslet-
ter, then we know we have
reached you through email
alerts. If you have not re-
sponded to our alerts, and you
have not complied, your name
will be removed from our
database in order to bring us
in to alignment with the re-
quirements for which our
funding is bound.
