

1) Title: IS 100a Introduction to Incident Command System
(TRAIN Course ID: 1016067)

Course Summary: ICS 100, Introduction to the Incident Command System, introduces the Incident Command System (ICS) and provides the foundation for higher level ICS training. This course describes the history, features and principles, and organizational structure of the Incident Command System. It also explains the relationship between ICS and the National Incident Management System (NIMS).

2) Title: IS 700a: NIMS An Introduction
(TRAIN Course ID: 1016067)
Course Summary: This course introduces and overviews the National Incident Management System (NIMS).  NIMS provides a consistent nationwide template to enable all government, private-sector, and nongovernmental organizations to work together during domestic incidents.
Course Objectives
At the end of this course, students will be able to:

· Describe the intent of NIMS. 
· Describe the key concepts and principles underlying NIMS.  
· Describe the purpose of the NIMS Components including: Preparedness, Communications and Information Management, Resource Management, and Command and Management. 
· Describe the purpose of the National Integration Center. 
Note: This course provides a basic introduction to NIMS. It is not designed to replace Incident Command System and position-specific training.

1) Title: Terrorism, Preparedness and Public Health: An Introduction  
(TRAIN Course ID: 1001846)
Course Summary: The object of this course is to provide the public health workforce and community partners (EMS, police, fire, emergency room personnel, etc.) with key fundamental concepts related to public health emergency preparedness.  The course includes objectives, quizzes, final exam, and links for additional educational resources.
The six lessons include: 
1.  Introduction to Terrorism
2.  Epidemiology, Surveillance, Detection and Identification
3.  Biological Agents as Weapons
4.  Chemical and Industrial Agents as Weapons
5.  Radiological Weapons
6.  Community Planning and Public Health Preparedness

Though the course must be completed within 90 days of your initial date of registration, it is not required to be completed in a single sitting; you are able to log in and out of the course at your leisure.

2) Title: Are You Ready? An In-Depth Guide to Citizen Preparedness
(TRAIN Course ID: 1014732)
Course Summary: The "Are You Ready? An In-Depth Guide to Citizen Preparedness" has been designed to help the citizens of this nation learn how to protect themselves and their families against all types of hazards. It can be used as a reference source or as a step-by-step manual. The focus of the content is on how to develop, practice, and maintain emergency plans that reflect what must be done before, during, and after a disaster to protect people and their property. Also included is information on how to assemble a disaster supplies kit that contains the food, water, and other supplies in sufficient quantity for individuals and their families to survive.

3) Title: Chemical Terrorism 
(TRAIN Course ID: 1003852)
Course Summary: This course will address the remote and current history of the use of chemical agents during conflict and draw parallels as to the nature and dimensions of the current terrorist threat. The categories of common chemical agents will be presented along with the associated mammalian pathophysiology and insight offered on prevention, management and casualty treatment. The importance of competent identification and decontamination of exposed casualties and equipment will be emphasized.

4) Title: Applied Epidemiology of Terrorist Events
(TRAIN Course ID: 1004363)

Course Summary: Concepts and terminology used in disease surveillance, screening and outbreak investigations will be briefly reviewed.  The course will then address the preparation for and response to 4 broad classifications of terrorist events from an epidemiological perspective.  This will include the application of screening and surveillance strategies, computation of measures of the health impact of such events, and study designs appropriate to the investigation of the short and long term impact of terrorist events. The four types of events that will be addressed are: nuclear, chemical, biological and explosive.

5) Title: Bioterrorism
(TRAIN Course ID: 1003851)

Course Summary: This course will address the nature of Bioterrorism and discuss useful patterns of events, which may suggest that a disease outbreak might be other than spontaneous. The most likely Biological Agents for terrorist use as estimated by the CDC will be individually discussed and specific recommendations made on their identification, outbreak management and patient treatment.

Course Summary: This presentation will provide an overview of Disaster Mental Health, the role of Psychological First Aid (PFA) and how it evolved.

2) Title: Psychological First Aid
(TRAIN Course ID: 1022214)
Course Summary: PFA online is now available on the NCTSN Learning Center!  PFA online includes a 6-hour interactive course that puts the participant in the role of a provider in a post-disaster scene. This professionally-narrated course is for individuals new to disaster response who want to learn the core goals of Psychological First Aid, as well as for seasoned practitioners who want a review. It features innovative activities, video demonstrations, and mentor tips from the nation’s trauma experts and survivors. PFA online also offers a Learning Community where participants can share experiences using PFA in the field, receive guidance during times of disaster, and obtain additional resources and training. 1) Title: Introduction to Epidemiology
(TRAIN Course ID: 1015165)
Course Summary: This online training provides an overview of epidemiology, key terms, and examines the role of epidemiologists in public health practice. It includes some case studies and a discussion of how epidemiological studies are related to public health issues.

2) Title: Basic Epidemiology
(TRAIN Course ID: 1012950)
Course Summary: An online program to provide information to develop the awareness and knowledge of public health workers who may be deployed on Field Epidemiology strike teams in order to assist local, regional, state, and national epidemiology staff in disease investigations during surge capacity.
Course Objectives:

1. Define terms and concepts associated with epidemiology. 

2. Understand how to design and/or modify field epidemiology surveys and questionnaires. 

3. Understand strategies for setting up an epidemiology field investigation surveillance system. 

4. Be aware of the procedures and protocols for sampling and packaging of clinical specimens. 

5. Be aware of the policies related to quarantine and isolation. 

6. Understand interview communication concepts and techniques. 

7. Understand the function and associated interview skills for epidemiological contact investigation.

3) Title: Environmental Health Online – Food Safety
(TRAIN Course ID: 1010242)

1) Title: Introduction to SNS and Mass Prophylaxis
(TRAIN Course ID: 1018973)
Course Summary: This course enhances community bioterrorism preparedness and pandemic influenza preparedness by providing awareness-level training on the roles and responsibilities of the local public health community. The course covers Federal resources and capabilities that exist to help provide post-exposure prophylaxis for a large population in response to a catastrophic public health emergency and reviews actions taken by a local jurisdiction during a public health emergency that require deployment of the Strategic National Stockpile (SNS). This course was created by the National Emergency Response and Rescue Training Center (NERRTC), a member of the National Domestic Preparedness Consortium that provides grant-funded training on behalf of the Department of Homeland Security. NERRTC is also a Department of Health and Human Services Center for Public Health Preparedness.

3) Title: Strategic National Stockpile (SNS) 100: Terms and Concepts Introductory Level Training 
(TRAIN Course ID: 1009421)

Course Summary: This introductory level training will introduce the participant to the Strategic National Stockpile, federal repository of pharmaceuticals and medical supplies for emergencies/disasters.

Course Objectives:
1. Define the Strategic National Stockpile (SNS). 

2. Describe the concept for communities to receive the SNS. 

3. Identify SNS contents.
4) Title: Preparing Vaccines
(TRAIN Course ID: 1019117)
Course Summary: Preparing Vaccines is the first lesson in the EZ-IZ online immunization skills curriculum developed by the California Department of Health Immunization Branch. Each lesson has a pre-lesson check and a post-lesson check (assessment). Learners can print their certificates of completion after passing the post-lesson assessment. Each lesson also contains a number of downloadable job aids and other resources to support performance of the skills taught in the lesson. 5) Title: Administering Vaccines
(TRAIN Course ID: 1019222)
