Call to Order

Report from the Division of Radiological Health, VDH- Leslie Foldesi, Division Director
Les Foldesi provided an overview of the Division’s activities and topics, specifically rule-making,  Radioactive Materials Program, X-ray Machine Program, Emergency Preparedness and Environmental Monitoring.

With respect to rule-making, the agency published a Notice of Regulatory Action to amend the Radiation Protection Regulations to adopt model regulations for diagnostic and therapeutic X-ray machines. A public comment period was published for August 16 – September 15, 2010.  The agency received no public comments.  The fee schedule for radioactive materials was re-visited and a revised fee schedule was submitted to the agency’s management for approval for submittal to the regulatory process.
