	OEMS Report – Tim Perkins/OEMS Staff:
	Michael Berg stated that the EMS Regulations are still sitting in the Governor’s office for the 356th day awaiting signature.  Michael informed everyone that OEMS received 49 applications for the Program Representative position and 10 of the applicants were interviewed this week.  More interviews will be held within the next week or two. 
Tim sent an email about the 2013 Symposium Call for Presentations and would like very much to keep the Medevac Track on the program.  As the email stated, there is a need for more agencies to send proposed courses for symposium.
