	NFPA Standards
	Discussion concerning new NFPA Safety standards. Dave Barrick reported that there is nothing new that he is aware of concerning the standards. There is no set timeline however it could be sometime 2013 to be effective. Russ reported that Wheeled Coach has indicated it will be 2014-2015 before trucks will meet the standards. There is concern that localities were not given ample time to respond and comment on the new standards. The cost of vehicles could increase as much as eight to fifteen thousand dollars per unit. Dave Barrick stated that the comment period is over but there has been no final document released as of yet. Michael and Dave Barrick will attempt to locate someone to address the Committee and explain the new standards.

	National Institute of Standards and Technology

	American College of Surgeons
	The recommended equipment list for ambulances from ACS was presented and reviewed. The Virginia requirements currently in place include all of the recommended required items. There is no need for action from the committee.
	

	Report from Michael Berg
	The regulations are still at the Governors Office. No timeline for when they may be approved.
Michael presented lists of the current EVOC /Driving programs being accepted by OEMS. The list is being updated as several of the programs are no longer recognized or being used by agencies. Both the current and updated list were provided. Michael is continuing to obtain or wait for information to be submitted on some of the programs. 

There was some discussion concerning out of state programs for agencies that respond into Virginia. The consensus is that all programs would meet the DOT requirements and there is no need to require further. George asked if OEMS mandates testing or the manner in which test are administered. Michael reported that OEMS does not.

Michael reported that the recent ambulance crash in Buckingham County is being reviewed by NHTSA and the insurance companies. It is the understanding that they are reviewing information pertaining to the stretcher, mounts, and straps.
