



Part IV

General Requirements for Characterizing Sites

12VAC 5-611-d General

A.  The purposes of a site evaluation are to document and analyze soil, hydrological, and other characteristics of an area under consideration for a SWIS.  A complete evaluation will yield sufficient information to allow the system designer to assess the suitability of a property to accommodate one or more prescriptive designs as described in Part VI of this Chapter or to assist the system designer in designing alternative or performance based systems in accordance with Part VIII of this chapter.    The site evaluator shall investigate and report to a depth sufficient to establish compliance with this Chapter.    

B.  The Division shall publish a Site Characterization Manual describing best practices for conducting site characterizations, which may be used as guidance in preparing a Site Characterization Report.

12VAC 5-611-d  Site Characterization Report.
A. As part of the application for a site approval, the following information shall be provided by the system designer on a form approved by the Division:

1.
depth to impervious strata, 
2.   depth to restriction,

3.
depth to free water, 
4.
depth to soil wetness feature  

5.
soil permeability expressed as saturated hydraulic conductivity in cm/day for the most limiting soil condition occurring in and around the infiltrative zone and within 18 inches below the infiltrative surface,

6.
position in landscape, 
7.
slope, 
8.
depth to bed rock 

9.    percent rock fragment content by volume,
10.
Site drawing (to scale) showing setback distances shown in Table n.n and delineating the proposed soil dispersal system, including any required reserve areas,

11.
results of any tests or other evaluations used by the evaluator in characterizing the site, and

12.  any other information determined to be relevant by the site evaluator.

B.  Failure to provide any of the information set out in Paragraph A above may be grounds to deny the application.   In addition, the Division may, within its discretion, request supporting documentation for any of the information set forth in Paragraph A, and failure to provide such documentation may be grounds to deny the application.
