FOOD SAFETY TRAINING

      Food safety training is very important in assuring that anyone who prepares and serves food for the public offers the safest food possible.  Understanding food safety principles can help prevent a food borne illness.   A food borne illness can result in mild to severe illness and, possibly, death. A food borne illness can be caused by the improper cooking, storage or handling of food.  Food safety training can help eliminate these problems.

     The Chickahominy Health District strongly recommends that food establishment operators and employees at all levels receive food safety training.  It’s just good business to keep the customers of your restaurant as safe as possible. It keeps your patrons happy and can help reduce problems and waste.

    The Chickahominy Health District also offers training for non professionals who cook for crowds such as churches, charitable organizations, and clubs. 

     The following classes are being offered in 2007.  There is a minimum number of participants required for each class.  Please call the phone numbers listed with each class for more information.  This list may change as additional classes are added due to demand. 

Cooking For a Crowd:  A basic food safety class for persons, who prepare, cook and serve food at public events or for a crowd.  Intended audiences include members of churches, school booster clubs/athletic associations, rescue/fire squads, fraternal/social organizations, non profit groups, etc.   Class time is approximately 4 hours.  A certificate of completion will be given upon passage of a course test.  It is recommended that at least two members of an organization attend.  Successful completion of the class will allow an organization to begin serving food at public events prior to a health department inspection.  Cost: $15.00, includes training materials.  Minimum class size:  12.  

Classes for 2008 will be conducted in February and March. 
ServSafe Certification Course:  This is an advanced class in food safety principles for management and supervisory level personnel who want to become certified nationally by the National Restaurant Association Education Foundation.  It will prepare persons in charge of food establishments to demonstrated knowledge in food safety principles as required by the Virginia Food Regulations.  Class time is approximately 24 hours over 3 days.  A nationally recognized certificate will be awarded upon passage of a course test.  Cost:  $175.00, includes ServSafe Essentials course book and additional handouts.  Minimum class size:  12.

ServSafe Employee Course:  This is an introductory class in food safety for persons employed in a food establishment including cooks, dishwashers, wait staff, etc.  It will provide employees with basic principles in food safety such as personal hygiene, cross contamination, cooking temperatures, food storage and cleaning and sanitizing equipment.  Class time is approximately 4-5 hours.  A certificate of completion will be awarded upon passage of a course test.  Cost:  $25.00, includes course book and additional handouts.  Minimum class size: 12.
