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Compliance with Certificate of Public Need (COPN) Conditions
for the Provision of Charity Care 

 Recently:
· Two reports were received reporting compliance, (both reported being compliant), and
· An additional $105,665 in new cash was reported to have been made in donation in compliance with COPN conditions. 

To date, for approved projects that had reports of compliance for conditions on COPNs due for calendar year 2007:

· 138 of  142 COPN authorized projects (97.2%) have reported compliance with agreed upon conditions 

· 88 COPN authorized projects report being compliant by providing the conditioned service as charity to indigent patients, 

· 50 COPN authorized projects report being compliant by providing a combination of the conditioned service as charity to indigent patients and providing cash and service to facilitate the development and operation of primary care services to underserved populations, 

· 1 COPN authorized project has reported being non-compliant with the agreed upon condition, and

· A total of $10,615,836 in new cash ($2,525,918) and services ($8,089,918) has been reported as made to facilitate the development and operation of primary care services for underserved populations in compliance with agreed upon COPN conditions. 

Provider Noncompliance with Agreed Upon COPN Conditions

Follow-up letters from the Director of the Office of Licensure and Certification (OLC) have been sent to four organizations who had yet to report on their five conditioned COPNs.  Three of the organizations remain delinquent in their reporting on four conditioned COPNs.  They are:

· Richmond West End Diagnostic Imaging, 

· Lee Regional Medical Center, and

· Danville Regional Medical Center, 

These three organizations are listed as delinquent in meeting their agreed upon conditions.  This posting occurs following an email notification that was sent on July 17, informing them that the information will be posted on Tuesday, July 22, if they fail to report compliance with the conditions.  The email was separate from, and in addition to, the follow-up letter from the Director of OLC.  The web site posting will go live as soon as possible.

Failure to respond by August 1, 2008 will result in a final letter being sent from the Commissioner, informing the organization that they are subject to administrative penalties.

An additional letter was sent to the one organization (PET of Reston) that reported non-compliance.
