Congregate Spaces Guidance (Classrooms, Dormitories, & Recreation Facilities)
· Social distancing (maintaining 6 feet of separation between individuals) is the largest challenge in congregate spaces. Key prevention strategies include:
· Wearing cloth face coverings and washing it after use
· Mark out 6 feet of space on floor or desks to provide adequate spacing
· Supply hand sanitizer (at least 60% alcohol) and/or soap to disinfect hands
· Communal spaces are another challenge within dormitories and classroom buildings. Recommendations include:
· Restricting the number of people in a communal space to allow 6 feet of separation
· Restricting access to resident halls to only student residents of that hall
· Restricting the use of communal spaces (laundry, kitchen, etc.) or developing a scheduling system for use of the space to limit the number of individuals in contact
· Wearing cloth face coverings in any communal space and washing it after use
· Prevent recirculated air, if possible (i.e., set ventilation systems to full outside air). Air should be circulated to prevent stagnation and run even when buildings are vacant.  
· Fitness centers, pools, and recreation facilities pose a unique challenge because exercise is beneficial to promote health; however, deep breathing caused by physical exercise and touching of multiple surfaces (e.g., exercise equipment) can increase exposure. Suggestions for reducing exposure risks include:
· Cleaning hands and equipment surfaces prior to and after use
· Prevent recirculated air, if possible (i.e., set ventilation systems to full outside air). Air should be circulated to prevent stagnation and run even when buildings are vacant.  
· Restricting the number of individuals in each area at any time to provide 6 feet of separation
· Using a cloth face covering, when feasible, and wash it after use
