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	Activites: The Virginia Department of Health (VDH) Injury and Violence Prevention Program (IVPP) leverages public health, public safety, child safety, recreation, transportation, behavioral health, and education partnerships with state and local agencies in preventing traumatic brain injuries and concussions across the lifespan.

	Introduction: Traumatic brain injury (TBI) is a serious public health problem in the United States and in Virginia. A TBI is caused by a bump, blow, jolt, or penetration to the head that disrupts the normal function of the brain. Each year, traumatic brain injuries contribute to a substantial number of deaths and cases of permanent disability.
	Text1: Traumatic brain injury (TBI) can have lasting health impacts. In 2023, TBI contributed to the death of 1,883 Virginians and 5,501 TBI-related inpatient hospitalizations. While TBI hospitalizations stayed relatively stable from 2019 to 2023, deaths increased 5%, from 1,790 deaths in 2019 to 1,883 in 2023 (Figure 1). Among hospitalizations and deaths, TBI could be either the only injury or one of several injuries and/or medical conditions listed or contributing to the injury. 
	Text2: The cause of TBI injury varies between hospitalizations and deaths. Falls were the leading cause of TBI-related hospitalizations (62%, N = 3,418, 39 per 100,000 population) in 2023. However, four in 10 (41%) TBI-related deaths among Virginians in 2023 were by firearm (N = 783, 8.4 per 100,000 population), followed by motor vehicle traffic (N = 441, 4.9 per 100,000).

	Text4: Some geographic areas have higher rates of TBI-related injury. In 2023, the highest rate of TBI hospitalizations was among Virginians in the Central Health Region, at 78.8 hospitalizations per 100,000 population (see table).
