	Old Business
	Safety Bulletin – Dan asked for an update on the safety bulletins. Karen stated that Winnie Pennington had completed a bulletin for May on suicide recognition and prevention. She stated that there is a need for new topics. The committee asked whether we knew the number of hits on the site for those items posted. Karen stated she could pull numbers and also look at statistics from Facebook to see what the views are. Wayne Perry asked that Karen share the bulletins with the regional councils when they were complete so that the councils could share appropriately. Additional topics discussed for future safety bulletins include Traffic Incident Management and Situational Awareness
Safety Officer – Karen apologized to the committee telling them she had not been able to get the bulletin or survey back out to the providers. She said in doing some additional research there may be better options to the program instead of writing a new one. She asked if anyone had attended the NFA Safety Officer program. Lori stated she had taken the program and while it’s not bad, it would need modification for EMS focus. The committee discussed the potential of utilizing equivalencies instead of creating a whole new course. The committee agreed that there was a potential for creating a list of equivalent courses that can be sorted in to various categories and when appropriate categories are met a certificate can be provided.

	New Business
	Safety Template – As a part of the discussion regarding Safety Officer, the topic of developing a safety template for EMS agencies was brought up. The committee recognized a need for the agencies to have a plan on how to respond to safety issues within the agency or have the information for the safety. This may involve a risk assessment to determine potential safety issues that the agency needs to be prepared for. Dan stated that his agency has a risk assessment checklist that he will share with the committee for consideration. Karen stated that she would get Winnie to do research about templates that are already in use. 

Fatigue Study – Dr. George Lindbeck provided an update on the NHTSA/DOT workgroup study on fatigue. The group hopes to have their work done by June with a supplemental edition to Prehospital Emergency Care published in October. However, initial results will be available in the summer. There is a potential that there will be an option to the grant that looks into software that provides scheduling software for free to agencies. The software would take into account circadian rhythm, sleep cycles, etc.

Mental Health Awareness Campaign – Karen spoke to the committee about a campaign to raise awareness about mental health issues for first responders and the resources available. While it is still early she wanted to at least mention it so that the committee was aware and could start putting together additional ideas on supporting
