FOOD MANAGER CERTIFICATION

HAMPTON HEALTH DEPARTMENT

In September of 1988, the City of Hampton passed Section 15-98 of the City Code. This section requires all food establishments, except those specifically exempted (identified through a risk assessment procedure as being low risk) to employ one (1) full time employee or manager who has successfully passed an approved food sanitation course.  The candidate shall present proof of successful completion of the course and pay the $10 fee to register with the City of Hampton. A certificate recognizing the candidate as certified in the City of Hampton shall be issued. The Certificate shall be posted in public view in the food facility. The Hampton issued certificate shall be valid for a period of three years and only within the City of Hampton. Certification renewal is required every three (3) years. 
The Certified Food Protection Manager (CFPM) shall be responsible for insuring the safe and sanitary storage, preparation, display, and service of foods in a manner consistent with the prevention of foodborne illness and the protection of the public’s health. It shall further be their responsibility to train the employees of his or her establishment in these areas.
Beginning July 1, 2018 the Virginia Food Regulations will also require a CFPM.
The following are recognized by the Virginia Food Regulations as approved Certified Food Manager Courses:
