Centra Health, Inc. (“Centra”) is a regional nonprofit healthcare system based in Lynchburg, Virginia. Our hospitals include, Lynchburg General Hospital, which has 358 beds, and Virginia Baptist Hospital, which has 161 beds.  Centra is also the parent entity for Bedford Memorial Hospital (“Bedford”), which has 50 beds, and Southside Community Hospital (“Southside”), which has 116 beds.  Centra, Bedford, and Southside (collectively the “Centra System”) serve over 500,000 people throughout central and southern Virginia.
